QUALIFICATIONS SUMMARY – FRANCIS WYATT, P.E.

Francis Wyatt has 15 years of technical and analytical experience in energy efficiency, and specializes in cost-effectiveness screening and model development, particularly in the commercial and industrial sectors. He provides critiques, analysis, and assistance  for demand side management program planning, design, and implementation. 

In 2005, Wyatt founded the Green Energy Economics Group with John Plunkett, and spends most of his time on assignments in Vermont and China.  In Vermont, Wyatt has provided a wide range of analytical support to Efficiency Vermont, the nation’s first statewide energy efficiency utility.  He developed and continues to update that utility’s cost-effectiveness screening model for assessing efficiency measures.  He prepared and managed the publication of Efficiency Vermont’s model Technical Resource Manual, which provides the characterizations of efficiency measures delivered by Efficiency Vermont and continues to provide input for its revisions and additions. He has played critical roles in developing Efficiency Vermont’s bid into the ISO New England Forward Capacity Market auctions.  His other tasks in Vermont include assistance to the state’s largest utility, Central Vermont Public Service, with cost-effectiveness analysis for regulatory filings in procuring targeted efficiency resources.  He is also assisting with the cost-effectiveness analysis for Green Mountain Power’s Efficiency Fund, which will be committing additional efficiency investment funding in its service territory in 2008.

In China, Wyatt designed project and portfolio economic analysis models for assessing demand side management in his role on the Natural Resources Defense Council consulting team working since 2003 with Jiangsu province to develop and implement Efficiency Power Plants (EPP) . That work led to joining a team of Chinese and American engineers to assist Jiangsu with industrial retrofits. For the past year, he has provided economic analysis and technical support for the Asian Development Bank consulting team’s pre-feasibility analysis of a $100 million loan in 2008 to support an 18-year EPP retrofit re-lending project in Guangdong Province.

Since forming GEEG, Wyatt has provided analysis and support for testimony before utility regulators in Florida, Pennsylvania, New York, Vermont, and British Columbia on energy-efficiency portfolio economics and performance goals.
